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Subject: Health Insurance Policy Coverage of Child Vaccinations
via Home Health Care Services for 90 days as of Circular Date.

For all qualified companies and
accredited health care providers

Stemming from the Kingdom’s unremitting efforts to
control the implications of the New Coronavirus
(COVID-19), and to continue the implementation of
preventive and precautionary measures adopted for
the health and safety of the insured through the
provision of appropriate health care services during the
present period,;

The General-Secretariat of the Council of Cooperative
Health Insurance (CCHI) hereby notifies qualified
insurance companies and accredited health care
providers that the unified health insurance policy shall
now cover child vaccination services to be offered via
home health care for 90 days as of the date of this
Circular. This shall be as per the following criteria:

1. Qualified insurance companies shall provide
child vaccination services via the CCHI
accredited medical providers and within the
medical network of the insured.

2. Health care providers shall comply with patient
safety and infection control standards and
procedures approved by the relevant
regulatory authorities.

3. Insurance companies and health care
providers shall identify and contact parents
who failed to vaccinate their children, urging
them to take the necessary Ministry of Health
approved vaccinations.

CCHlI requests of all qualified insurance companies

and accredited health care providers to utilize

official communication channels when informing
their clients of these procedures. In addition, health
care providers intending to provide home health
care services must notify the General-Secretariat
of the CCHI via email hcpa@cchi.gov.sa, in order
to be registered in the List of Home Health Care

Services via the online portal, thus notifying

insurance companies accordingly.
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
